Shaw Park Gardens 
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Shaw Park Gardens is about 900 feet above sea level and at any vantage point you would be able to look down on the beautiful town of Ocho Rios and into the ocean. This is considered an excellent place to take pictures. You will see and touch the famous Banion Tree that has been there for about (200) two hundred years. In fact, you could enjoy a wonderful and exciting swing on the branches and imagine that you are Tarzan or Jane on a routine run in the jungle. 

It has about 550 species of flowers in the garden. You will be able to smell various spices and herbs along your tour. Also there is a stone house above the garden which is easily seen and is one of treasures from the past.

Coyaba Garden and Mahoe Falls
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The Mahoe Falls offers a panoramic view of Ocho Rios and the cruise ship terminals. Adjoining, the Mahoe falls by a wheelchair friendly wooden walkway. Ysassi was the Last Spanish Governor of Jamaica, and spent some of his last days in Jamaica at Shaw Park, where he was defeated in 1660 by English forces. A story board tells of the times... The serenity of a genuine water garden, fed by streams that rise on the property, exquisite Jamaican Spanish architecture. Spectacular Mahoe waterfalls... a Museum of Island History focusing on the forgotten Taino/Arawak culture of Jamaica’s first inhabitants ... a Shop of island curios and crafts, rums and coffees... breathtaking views of the Bay of Ocho Rios.
Bob Marley- Nine Miles  
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One love , One heart, lets get together and feel alright. Nine Miles is a quiet village tucked away in the beautiful mountains of St Ann, Jamaica. It is here on February 6 ,1945 the legendary King of Reggae was born and it is in this very same place that he was later laid to rest. 
Fern gully- Natural Rain Forest 
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Fern Gully is a winding scenic stretch of road which starts in Ocho Rios and runs for three miles, ending up in the community of Colgate. The area gets its name from the wide variety of ferns which grow in the area, towering high above the road forming a shady tunnel of lush greenery. The varieties of plant life may be lost on many visitors but keen botanists will enjoy seeing approximately 300 varieties of fern in addition to other species such as Blue Mahoe and Banana trees.

The roadway through Fern Gully was established in 1907 when an earthquake destroyed one of the eight rivers in the Ocho Rios area. The river bed was subsequently paved and the roadway was established. Vendors line the road, selling wooden carvings and sculptures. The area is famous for life sized sculptures of "anatomically exaggerated" males. Some stalls will allow you to have your picture taken with one of the sculptures for a small fee.
